A review is presented of policies to curb alcohol impaired driving. The principal measure applied against drinking and driving in most industrial countries is the implementation of laws limiting the amount of alcohol which can legally be consumed by a person who subsequently takes charge of a motor vehicle on a public road. This strategy seems to have been most effective to date, althoug national variations in legislation, rigour of application and the extent of public knowledge are reflected in the range of outcomes reported. The effectiveness of "random breath testing" appears to be related to the degree to which drivers believe that the law is enforced.Other strategies aimed at the reduction of drinking and driving are education, publicity and exhortation; the rehabilitation of convicted offenders; and restrictions of the availability of alcohol. However, due to factors such as the lack of evaluation, or limited scope, or nonspecifity to drinking and driving, these measures appear to have been less successful in curbing alcohol impaired driving than the application of legal powers.

This paper reports the results of a preliminary analysis of daily fatal crashes in New South Wales between July 1975 and December 1986. This analyisis uncovered a small but statistically significant decline in crashes co-inciding with the introduction of a law lowering the legal blood alcohol concentration from .08 to .05g percent. The analysis showed that random breath testing immediately reduced fatal crashes by 19.5 percent overall and by 30 percent during holiday periods, and that the 0.05 percent law, introduced two years before RBT, apparently reduced fatal crashes by 13 percent on Saturdays. There was no significant effect of the 0.05 percent law on any other day of the week, and there was no clear evidence that any other initiative had a statistically significant effect on accidents. Although the apparent impact of the 0.05 percent law was small, it is suprising that any effect was discernible, since the law was not extensively advertised and police enforcement was no more intense than is usual over Christmas. However, any effects of the 0.05 percent law may not have been sustained if RBT had been introduced two years later.

This paper reviews the findings of experimental and laboratory research to determine whether there is sufficient evidence to support a uniform 0.05 percent blood alcohol concentration (BAC) as the legal limit for driving. Statistically significant and meaningful decrements in driving-related performance were identified at 0.05 percent BAC or below in many studies. Younger and inexperienced drinkers and drivers appear to be at greater risk for alcohol-related traffic crashes.  It is concluded that on scientific grounds, there is support for setting the legal limit at 0.05 percent.  The setting of a uniform 0.05 percent BAC statutory limit should be but one effort within a comprehensive approach including other legal, social, behavioural and environmental strategies to deal with the drink driving problem.

Numerous Government reports have drawn attention to the seriousness of the drink-driving problem in Australia, and to the wide variety of initiatives which have been tried in order to reduce the number of alcohol-impaired drivers.  During the last twenty years there have been a number of legislative changes which have (a) increased the availability of alcoholic beverages and (b) lowered the legal blood alcohol levels (BALs) for drivers in the States and Territories of Australia.  These changes have provided the opportunity to undertake quasi-experimental evaluation studies of naturally occurring legislative changes of direct relevance to traffic safety.  The purpose of this paper is to summarise the principal findings of those studies, with a view to drawing a small number of conclusions.
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
